3. Sports Day Problems 
The meeting started with a discussion of the problems during this year’s Sports Day event and how we can avoid them the following year or in other events this year. The problems included: 

1. Teams were not evenly distributed.  To solve this problem we will ensure that with each upcoming event the new recruits will be assigned based by giving priority to the weaker team. A representative from each house color will be allowed to be present in the team allocation, although all decisions will be made by the organizers. 

2. Desire to Reshuffle Teams.   Due to imbalances in teams, some players have expressed their desire to reshuffle the teams or they will not play. We urge the captains to inform them that each league will be organized with an even team distribution, without the need to change an individual player’s color.  We will do this by recruiting new players (from other Indian communities, if needed) to give to the lacking teams.  One of the principle functions of the House Color was exactly this: to create a force that will bring members in through recruitment.  We will balance things, one event at a time. 
3. Poor Basketball Referees.  The basketball men’s game was out of control because the referees were not strong enough to make decisive calls and to control the players.  Also, the referees were not clear about some of our rules including substitution, quarter systems, and team fouls. We will interview qualified referees next time and also have a formal meeting with them before event start to ensure the rules are understood. 

4. Fighting Among Players. A few brawls erupted (or at least nearly erupted), especially in the isolated section of the men’s basketball.  The designated basketball captain (or any sporting event captain) should be mature enough to control their players’ behavior to avoid such behavior.  Players known to use foul language, rowdy/unruly behavior, and disrespect to the referee should be 1) first warned 2) second taken out of the game, 3) Third, taken out of the day’s event and 4) eventually banned from other YTSA house color events. 
5. Poor Men’s Basketball Court. The men’s basketball court was 1) isolated, 2) no sun-covering, 3) no three-point field marking, 4) unequal basket height on the 2 sides, 5) basket at lower-than-standard height, and 6) without access to drinking water.  Possible solutions are 

a. Build a shed in the Thai section and upgrade the field to standard 

b. Upgrade the current Women’s chair ball field to become a basketball field (still needs covering). Move women’s chair ball to play on grass in this year’s Kiddy Field.
6. Need for House Color Budget.  Since we have the entire year’s events scheduled, we should obtain a budget for all activities as a whole to cover house color infrastructure costs such as: 1) Guru Gobind Singh Ji Cup 2) House Banners, Flags, Cheering 3) Public relations costs (advertisements, mailings, faxes, phones, website)
7. More Trash Cans Needed.  The grounds area needed more trash cans so that people found it convenient enough not to litter. 
8. Men’s soccer had too many divisions.  In the next year we should restrict to only teams A and B.

9. Goal Keeper’s playing 2 Sports. We will abolish the rule that goal-keepers can play another sport, to avoid the problems it caused this year. 
10. Kiddy Sport Improvement Suggestions. There were a few suggestions for improving Kiddy (children 5-7) events: 

a. Need more shaded area for Kiddy Field – a tent will do.
b. Need water supply at the field 

c. Net play time should be reduced to 10-15 minutes and another 15 minutes for organizing the teams, since it takes longer to gather players. 

d. Have a designated Team Mom for each Color. 

e. Loud speaker for person in charge, since they must do plenty of yelling.

f. Kiddy games should end by 2:00 p.m., so they can rest.  Medals should be given out then as well. 

g. Moms and organizers should get schedule 2-3 days before hand to plan the day. They should be consulted for the schedule as well, to ensure that there are lunch and rest times, for example.

4. Other Issues 

4.1 Unpaid Sports Day Dues  

Members who’s number are over 923 may not have paid.  Each sevadaar / captain who recruited people late into sports day, should make sure they are able to collect from each player and give to the organizers. 

4.2 Captains Need List of Player Interests  

A list indicating each player’s survey interest should be given to the captain to assist them in finding table tennis, Antakshari, and other team members with such interests within their team.

4.3 Found a Venue for Sporting Events 

The organizers have talked to Suan Kularb school (near Gurdwara) regarding the use of their facility. They have a very nice gymnasium and other facilities they will allow us to rent out evenings and on Sundays at a very reasonable price.  Thus, we have found a good venue for hosting our leagues, starting from Table Tennis.

· Each team can send an unlimited number of applicants.  New-member applicants will be split into teams with fewer entries; again, to balance out the team distribution.

· Every team will compete independently, so there will be some games where red may play red, for example.  It is also possible that a single color will get more than 1 medal for a given activity. 

· We will not be providing T-shirts for this event, so each team member should come in the Sports day color T-shirt or, if they are new to the color, should separately purchase their color T-shirt from YTSA.  Anyhow, color uniform is NOT required. 

· We will LIKELY hold the Ladies and Youth meet on Saturday December 20th and the men’s on Sunday December 21st. 
4.6 Antakshri 

· This will be held December 4, 2003 Evening at Novotel, Sukhumvit 33. 
· Ticket prices have not been announced and entry form not yet available

· There will be 3 rounds (at least):  Regular Round, Dhun Round, and Movie Clip Round.  For the regular round we will enforce that at least ____ verses of the song be sung to pass (no one-liners).  The rules are still being drafted. 

· The way to get participants in is still not known at this moment, although we think we will have 2 divisions:  1) Youth/Adults –full competition and 2) Children – showcase only. We may require a minimum number of youth player representation in each team to ensure they get to participate (we want to encourage their participation). 
4.7 Bowling
· Bowling will be held at Cosmo Bowl, Rama III on Sunday Jan 18, 2004 from 11:30 – 5:30 p.m.

· The cost given by Amorn is 30 baht per person-game.  Unlimited soft drinks per person will be for 30 baht per person.  

· A total of 30 lanes have been booked.

· We need to look at the points distribution for bowling and plan the team structure for 4 colors. 

· How about splitting game day of men from women? Or should it be combined?

· 2 people each team

· 2 teams per lane

· 14 teams each house. i.e. 28 participants each house. All together 112 participants
4.8 Volleyball League 

· Volleyball league should be moved up closer, because the primary players who are in tailoring business generally go out of town beginning April.  They are in Bangkok during the high season (winter) of November – Jan.   
4.9 Drama Night 
· This event will be held in February 2004, likely at the Langar hall of Gurdwara. 
· We encourage participation from all age groups in the drama

· Captains must give us topic description by November 15, 2003

· Final Script must be given to us for approval by December 15, 2003

· Tony has graciously offered to help with topics and scripts, if any team needs assistance.

· A budget for costume and props will be given.  You should not exceed budget.  If you clearly overdo on budget (including your own funds), points will be deducted. 

· Language will be open.  Assume mainly English, some Punjabi, and person Thai one-liners.  However, we have not restrictions/points on language.  

· Each team drama will be given a total 20 minutes (including break time already) in which you can have as many breaks for background prop changes as desired (just be sure to keep it interesting or judges may not give good marks).  
· You can have any format you wish. It need not be 1 story; i.e., can be many short stories, if desired.
· The judgment criteria will roughly be as follows (we will further break down each criteria for the judges so that the grading is as objective as possible):
