1. House Colors Organization

· There will be 4 teams in House Colors: Bhai Mati Das (Red), Bhai Mani Singh (Green), Bhai Deep Singh (Blue), Yellow (Bhai Taru Singh) 

· The membership term per team will be several years (may even be forever).  We will try this pilot project for 2 years first and see what and how we may need to adjust later. 

· The house with top points will receive Guru Gobind Singh Cup for the year. 

· The YTSA House Colors organization will consist of YTSA Committee’s 4 members (President, Vice-President, Secretary, and Treasurer) and 4 other volunteers to serve as House Color Organizers.  These 8 people will not have any color affiliation throughout the term of their office.  We shall refer to these 8 people as the YTSA committee. 

· In case of a dispute, the decision of the YTSA committee will be final.

· If any member of the organizing committee decides to give up their office, they may then join a house color by enrolling in the next YTSA Event, whereby they will get enrollment into YTSA membership and get assigned a color as well. 

· The YTSA committee will select the Men’s and Women’s team captains for each of the 4 teams, to commence the sports day event. The 2 captains per team of each gender are expected to take care of the management responsibilities within their team.  Although they are free to organize their own team’s organizational structure, it is suggested they have a lead person designated for each of the following categories: 1) Sports 2) Gurbani and 3) Talent. For each event they may also organize their team to manage the activities appropriately.  For example, for the Sports day they may decide to have a leader for each: Soccer, Basketball, Chair ball, Youth teams, and Athletics. The captain should also designate organizers for each event who will not take part in the event to help the YTSA organizers. 

· For the 13 planned events this year, commencing with the sports day, each new applicant who has never signed up for a YTSA event will automatically also be signing up for YTSA membership (which includes House Colors) as they get assigned to their team color.  Once the color is assigned at a particular event, their team becomes fixed for all other events following that event. 

· We will not restrict anyone from joining any of our hosted events and, thus, not discriminate against anyone to join YTSA membership based on their race, religion, or nationality.  However, we will not permit those with a history of violent, disruptive, or un-sportsmanlike behavior to join.

· New YTSA members (i.e. new applicants for an event) will be assigned to a color by representatives of the YTSA plus the team captains (or their designated representatives).  The decision will be made to make the event’s competition as fair as possible and not based on overall performance score of the team.  We will try to do our best event by event and hope that this will result in the best House Colors System.  The first event is the Sports day, so we will first try to split people fairly there based on their choice of sports then. 

· Before each event, the team captains must select 2 organizers from each team to give to the YTSA.  The organizers must not participate in that event. It is recommended that, for example, for the Gurbani events the teams send representatives who do not have any interest in participating so as not to lose their competitive edge.  We shall call these 8 people (2 per team) the Team Event Organizers.  These 8 people will help the 8 YTSA committee members organize that event. 

· Before each event, the exact activities, points allocation per activity, team age group divisions (child/youth/male/female/ etc.), and exact rules (judges, tie-breaker rules, etc.) will be charted by the event organizers with the cooperation of the 8-member YTSA committee and the 8 Team Event Organizers (not all have to be present, but there must eventually be a consensus among the organizers).  Again, we will work event by event. The total points for each event has already been determined (for example, sports day has total of 200 points), but how we split the points among each activity still needs to be determined before each event by the organizers.

· Certificates will be given for non-sport (social) events; whereas, medals will be given for sports events for house color competition. 

3. Sports Day 

· Captains need to be randomly assigned their color right now. 

· Teams will be: 

· Men’s: Soccer A, B, C. Basketball A, B. Relay 4x 100m, 100 M Run. Tug Of War. 

· Women’s: Basketball A, B. Chairball A, B. Relay 4x 100m, 100 M Run. Tug Of War.
· Youth: Soccer, Basketball. Relay 4x 100m, 100 M Run. Tug Of War.

· Mixed (Men, Women, Youth) Volleyball

· Children: Soccer, Chair ball. Relay 4x 100m, 100 M Run. Tug Of War.

· Roughly we have 497 participants who have enrolled to play a major sport (some others will only withness).  The rough breakdown for first choice sport is 150 men enrolled for soccer, 45 youth for soccer, 40 children for soccer, 56 men for basketball, 52 women for basketball, 33 youth for basketball, 25 children for basketball (will move them to chairball), 62 women for chairball, and 34 people for mixed volleyball. 

· Final Team colors and sport will be given to captains by Wednesday October 8, 2003. Many people don’t have contact numbers and incorrect email addresses, so all these problems need to be resolved soon, mainly by the captains. 

· Track events will be Held in the morning 9:00 – 10:00 for 100M Run and 100 x 4 Relay (Men, Women, and Youth). 

· Tug of War will be held at the end before the final score announcement and prize distribution.

· More attention needs to be given to water distribution, which was problematic last year. 

· School will take care of food – try to make them pre-packed so that less mess and less crowd.

· Captains will take care of their water distribution by assigning their own sevadaar in their booth. 

· We will not accept any applications on the event day for this year’s Sports day. We will also try very hard to stick to the application deadline date of End September 2003.

· A limited insurance coverage will be provided for each participant in Sports day this year. 

· For the sports day, we will enforce that a player must get minimum play time to make sure everyone gets a chance to play and not only the “good” players play.  For example, in basketball, we may divide it into 4 quarters and each player must play at least 2 quarters.  We will need to see the number of enrolled players and time slots available before making this decision.
· No player shall be allowed to participate in more than 1 main sport (not counting athletic events), except for goal keepers of soccer who may play another sport (but not soccer of another team).

· Team A will be stronger than B which will be stronger than C. Points allocation will reflect this as well.
4. Antakshari Night 

· This newly scheduled event will be held on Thursday December 4, 2003. 

· Venue:  Either Novotel, Narai, or Thai-Indian Chamber.  Most likely the Chamber to save cost.
· We must keep the ticket cost down to 250 baht if possible, with maximum of 300 baht. 

5. Bowling Competition 

· Amorn provided us with various alternatives for the games and prices. He will work out the final proposal where we get maximum participation.  Men and Women/Children should be separated. 

· Bowling will be held at Cosmo Bowl on Sunday Jan 18, 2003 from 11:30 – 5:30 p.m.

· The cost given by Amorn is 30 baht per person-game.  Unlimited soft drinks per person will be for 30 baht per person.  

· A total of 30 lanes have been booked.

· We need to look at the points distribution for bowling and plan the team structure for 4 colors. 

· How about splitting game day of men from women? Or should it be combined?

6. Drama Night 

· Drama night is scheduled for February 2004, date not fixed. 

· Must give judgment criteria to captains soon. Also participation number. Points allocation criteria must be given out.

· Captains must give us topic description by November 15, 2003

· Final Script must be given to us for approval by December 15, 2003

7. Debate Event 

· The topic for debate is “Arranged Marriage vs. Love Marriage”.

· Date and venue of Debate is yet to be determined. Can be Chamber or Langar Hall. 

· We can have 4 teams, each consisting of 3 participants: youth, adult male, adult female.  

· Each person will get a chance to say something for 5 minutes plus rebuttal for 2 minutes, totaling 8 minutes.  Thus the total time will be approximately 10 minutes per person x 3 people x 4 house teams = 120 minutes. 

· The venue for this debate may be the Indo-Thai Chamber of Commerce or the Langar Hall at Gurdwara.

8. Gurbani Sangit Competition 

· To enable the Gurbani Sangit competition to be completed in due time, we should only have only 3 teams per house color: Mixed Jatha, Children, and Adults.  This will make the total time needed to 10 minutes x 4 houses x 3 teams = 120 minutes = 2 hours. This should be held in the Darbar Hall area of Gurdwara with Langar served at the end.  

· Judges need to be chosen for the occasion.  A judgment form based on following criteria will be made for the judges: 1) Use of Raag 2) Quality Singing 3) Team Coordination 4) Choice of Melody 5) Choice of Music Instruments 6) Team Spirit and Uniform 7) Documents on the Shabad for Sangat. 

· This event still needs a date.  The venue should be Darbaar hall of Gurdwara.
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
